Appeal to Human Curiosity
Jesus statement Is not clear cut
Jesus causes her to wonder, wets her appetite

Application: Start with a statement that makes
people wonder

A Lingering Approach

Appeal to Spiritual Craving
Jesus knew she had a deep longing In her heart

Human beings have an enormous thirst for
spiritual things

Appeal to Guilty Conscience
Jesus penetrates defenses and goes for the heart
Jesus gets her to see her great need

A Lingering Approach

She'll never drink from living water until she
recognizes the need

Application:

People must recognize their sin to see their need
for a Savior
